DAY 03 Beijing B/L/D Peking duck
Appearance after breakfast Olympic venues [Bird's Nestl,
[Water Cube]. Then continue to, today's highlight, a frip to the
astonishing Great wall at Juyongguan Pass The Great Wall is
the most famous image of China throughout the world, it is the
only man-made object visible from the moon, and is one of
the Eight Wonders of the World, it is also a symbol of Chinese
fraditional culture and the pride of the Chinese nation. Later
visit the Sacred Path of Ming Tombs, 13of the 16 Ming
emperors have their tombs here, This is an atiractive
destination with a lot of natural scenery, Visit the biggest Jade
Exhibifion Center in Asia and Tong Ren Tang Chinese Herbal
Medicine Center, Night tour Chang ‘an Avenue after checking
into the hotel free activities.

DAY 04 Beijing / Xi‘an B/L/D

Take the Bullet train to Xian in the morning. Xian is the first
Chinese city to opened up its doors to the ancient world during
the Tang Dynasty as the first step on the Silk Road. Over a
period of more than 2,000 years, Xian was the capital of
eleven dynasties. Along with Rome and Constantinople, this
city was a world leader in culture and trade and played a vital
role in bridging the gap between East and West. Upon arrival
visit the Shanxi Provincial History Museum and the Ancient City

Wall, which is not only the most complete city wall that has
survived In China, but also one of the largest and most
complete ancient military defense systems In the world. After
dinner, stay at the hotel for free activities

DAY 05 Xi'an B/L/D

Visit the Terra Colt, Warriors and Horses, the attached
defending army to the first emperor of China, it is regarded as
The eighth wonder of the world® and among the top
archaeological excavations of the 21st century. Visit the Large
Wild Goose Pagoda, the symbol of the city it is said to have
been built to house and protect Buddhist scriptures collected
by the Chinese monk Xuan Zang, the key figure in book
"Journey to the West" . The day will end with a visit to the
Porcelain Terra Cotta Warriors Factory.

DAY 06 Xi'an / Shanghai B/D

In the morning fly to Shanghai-the largest commercial and
financial center of China. Stroll the Nanjing Road and the Bund
(Wai Tan) waterfront area, a sweeping area along the
Huangpu River, which used to be foreign concessions and now
is the symbol of modem Shanghai. Here is the best place to
capture the western Influence of the old days. Visit the Yuyuan
Garden and the Old City God's Temple.
