Visit the Terra Cotta Warriors and Horses, the attached defending
miniature army to the first emperor of China, it is regarded as  “the Eighth
‘Wonder of the World". Visit the Wild Goose Pagoda, the symbol of the
city, it is said to have been built to house and protect Buddhist scriptures
collected by the Chinese monk Xuan Zang, the key figure in the book

“Journey to the West". The day will end with a visit to the Porcelain Terra
Cotta Warriors Factory.
